seem 常用人或 it 當主詞。當我們「察覺」或「意識」到某種狀態時，我們通常會使用 seem

來表達該種狀態。例如，He seems happy.此例說明說話者「察覺」他很快樂，而不是「看起

來」很快樂。換句話說，seem 主要依據是個人主觀的「看法、感覺」而不是「視覺」。seem
也常被用來婉轉地表達說話者的想法、暗示某事是真的或表示說話者的禮貌。

He seemed very sad.

There seems to be something wrong with my bike.

It seems to me you are beyond caring about what others feel.
